Upward Bound Classic students must meet federal income guidelines
and/or must be prospective first generation college students (neither
parents can have a college degree).

How Do I Apply? 

Students can apply at the end of eighth grade up to the end of junior
year. Students accepted into the program are required to reach and
maintain a 2.5 grade point average, follow a strict college preparatory
curriculum and demonstrate a desire to attend college.
