This data is sorted by UA effective licensure area data originated from Ohio Matrix System by the institution. Ohio Department of Higher Education reported institutional data annually. UA initial teacher education completer licensure effective year in this data is based on 2022-2023 academic years one year before employment year.
Data Analysis: One hundred forty-five (145) graduates from LJFF SOE received initial teaching license during 2022-2023 with a valid State ID. Seventy-eight (78) graduates obtained educational position in Ohio education system (54%) employment rate within Ohio. The number of graduates who obtained valid teaching license may have been employed as pk-12 educators outside Ohio, and not counted in this employment report.
