d. Placement for a Math/Stats/Logic course is determined through academic advisor. Eligibility for math
courses is determined via placement test score, ACT and/or SAT-R scores, AP scores, or prior college level
courses.

e. The Student Teaching experience is considered full time teaching and is to be taken in the last semester of the
program. Due to the nature of this experience students are not permitted to take other courses other than what
is recommended in the last semester as listed above.
