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In 1938, a pathbreaking public opinion survey was conducted in
Akron, Ohio. Students will work as a team to analyze the original
questionnaires and develop a comparable survey in Akron in
2021. Students in all majors and colleges are invited to bring their
special knowledge to explore continuity and change in Akron over
the last eighty-three years.
