Do you like meeting students from different backgrounds? Would you like
to build relationships between international and native students? Do you
want to play an important, lasting, collaborative role in improving the
community of students at the University of Akron?
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This class will take on this set of questions in a team-based, problem-based
format. The goals include using interpretive observations via the use of
student photos of campus life and using research methods and analysis to
collect data on student experiences in order to develop grounded
recommendations that will make UA culture stronger, more inclusive, and more
responsive to cross cultural student needs and lasting connections between
and among students from all backgrounds.
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
